NEW BUSINESS- 

· Catfish Roundup sponsored by NWTF—Next planning mtg will be at the Warrick Blvd Moose Lodge on 23 June, 6:30 pm. Wheeling Sportsman Catfish Roundup to be held on Saturday, 24 Sep. Need volunteers.

· BPS will not be able to provide cash this year for the Region 8 Open Tournament. Offering product in kind instead. Region 8 officers are looking into alternatives for providing historical $1000 cash pot for first place finisher.
· Free VA Boating Safety Course (mandatory NLT 2016, depending on age) is being offered by Jay Perkins and John Flicek, who are qualified  instructors. Need a minimum of 10 personnel to start a class. Length is approximately 8 hours.  Dates are 22-24 June at North Hampton Community Ctr in Hampton.

· The VA Marine Resources Commission Fisherman Information Program (FIP) requires fishermen to register to meet the National Salt Water fishing registration law.  VA has now required that all fishermen that fish tidal water must register through their web site www.mrc.virginia.gov/FIP  if you fish in freshwater for anadromous species, such as striped bass (rockfish), shad or other tidal species that live in saltwater but spawn in freshwater. If that is the case, you need to register with the Fisherman Identification Program every year. Think of it this way: If you’re fishing for, or may catch, a saltwater fish such as a striper anywhere in Virginia’s tidal waters, you’ll need either a Virginia saltwater fishing license or to register with the FIP.  Registration is simple and only takes a few minutes.

· Terry Patterson needs two volunteers to help with the York County 4-H Camp fishing class on 27-28 July. Classes will be from  0800-1115 Tuesday- Thursday. Please contact him at 757-719-0453 or ta_patterson@hotmail.com for more details. It will consist of hands-on teaching of fishing skills of up to 15 campers per class. Each class will be approximately 50 minutes long and will be held on the pier on the James River near the Scotland Ferry. This class is one of the most popular classes at the week-long camp.
